Math/CS Requirement for the AA or AS Degree

Regarding Math

For Elementary Education majors and some Special Education majors (check requirements at transfer school) wishing to complete requirements for the IAI GECC, no substitution for MATH 200 will be made.  

A former non-education major, now an education major, who has completed say, MATH 108 and CS 210, would be allowed to graduate with a BHC AA or AS degree.  The student would have to apply for graduation as liberal arts major, NOT an education major.  Special permission is not required.

A former education major, who has completed MATH 100 and 200, would have to complete another math course on the AA/AS Degree Planning Worksheet in order to graduate under their new major.

· Students not doing so are not complying with the intent of the IAI GECC

· Students not doing so may be impacting their acceptance into their major at the transfer school or may be extending their time there by not completing the expected freshman/sophomore pattern of coursework.

Regarding CS

A former education major that has not taken math but has completed CS 210, must complete a math course listed on the Degree Planning Worksheet (excluding MATH 200) and will be permitted to count CS 210 as partially meeting the general education requirements for graduation.
An education major will be permitted to take any CS course listed on the AA/AS Degree Planning Worksheet to partially fulfill the Math /CS general education requirement.  As always, students are advised to check with their transfer institution for appropriate course selection based on their educational goals.

Non-Education majors are NOT to take CS 210 for scheduling convenience.
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
