Process followed by Enrollment Services when evaluating incoming transcripts.

1. Courses may be evaluated in the following ways:

· The course may count as a match to a specific course required in a specific general education category for the Associate in Arts or Science or Associate of Arts in Teaching degrees, i.e. PSYC 101.

· The course may be evaluated as an elective applicable to a specific general education category for the Associate in Arts or Science degrees, i.e. UPP 177, Social Science.

Note:  In some catalogs a general education designation is shown with the course description, in others, it is not.

FYI: the BHC evaluator does not check the transfer catalog section that lists the general education requirements for graduation.

It may be appropriate for the advisor to take this additional step or request the student do so during the initial advising session or if the student raises a question following the BHC official evaluation.

· The course may count as a match to a specific course that will be applied as a general elective i.e., BA 110.

· The course may be evaluated as a Transfer Elective, i.e. UPP 175.

· The course may be evaluated as a Career Elective, CARR 175.  Additional documentation, syllabus or text would have to be provided to determine if the course might equate to a specific BHC career course.  Then the advisor/student could verify the course’s transferability to 3 state universities in Illinois.  Otherwise, the course would not be applicable toward the 64 semester hour requirement.
2. Under the following condition, a student may satisfy the Communications general education requirement for the Associate in Arts or Science or Associate of Arts in Teaching degrees or IAI GECC compliance with fewer than 9 semester hours:

a. The student has transferred a course to BHC (“C” or higher), that has satisfied the lower division Rhetoric requirement at the prior transfer institution, Ex:  RHET 105 at UIUC.  Again, the student will have satisfied the Eng 101 and 102 requirements at BHC with 4 rather than 6 semester hours.  Note: This scenario could occur with other general education categories such as Physical and Life Sciences where the student has met the course requirements including two courses with at least one lab although fewer than 7-8 hours were completed.

It is required that a student “make up” the minimum hours of general education required by taking another course in one or more of the IAI general education categories.  A minimum of 37 sh is required for IAI compliance.  Associate in Arts or Associate in Science and Associate of Arts in Teaching degree seeking students should have no fewer than 43 semester hours in the general education categories, which includes 3 semester hours in Non-Western studies.

Reminder:  The IAI GECC doesn’t require a Non-Western studies course and only requires the minimum of a 3 credit hour Math course.
