Transfer Credit

Students may apply credit earned at other institutions toward a degree at Black Hawk College.  However, residency requirements must be met for all degrees and certificates.  All transfer credit will be equated to the semester hour system.  Grades earned at other institutions are not transferred or included in computing the cumulative GPA at Black Hawk College.  Academic credit is generally accepted only from institutions that are accredited by the following regional accrediting associations:

Middle State Association of Colleges and Schools (MCA)

Northwest Commission on College and Universities ((NWCCU)

North Central Association of Colleges and Schools (NCA)

New England Association of Schools and Colleges, Inc. /Commission on Technical and Career Institutions (NEASC-CTCI)

Southern Association of Colleges and Schools/Commission on Colleges (SACS-CC)

Western Association of Schools and Colleges/Accrediting Commission for Community and Junior Colleges (WASC-Jr)

Western Association of Schools and Colleges/Accrediting Commission for Senior Colleges and Universities (WASC-Sr)

College credit earned from non-accredited sources must be approved by the appropriate department chair.  Proficiency examination may be required to determine the transferability of academic credits from non-accredited sources.  Only those credits that are applicable to the student’s curriculum at Black Hawk College may be accepted from non-accredited sources.

Transcript become the official property of Black Hawk College and will not be returned or issued to another institution, released to the student, or sent to any other source.  Copies must be obtained from the issuing institution.  Transcripts submitted by individuals who do not enroll at Black Hawk College will remain on file at Enrollment Services on the Quad-Cities Campus or the Admissions Office at the East Campus for three years after receipt.

How to Receive Transfer Credit

1. Students must have their transcripts sent to Black Hawk College.  Transcripts must be sent directly from the transfer institution to Enrollment Services on the Quad-Cities Campus or the Admissions Office on the East Campus
2. Once transcripts have arrived, they must be evaluated.  Students have two options for requesting an evaluation of transcripts.  They may obtain a Request for Evaluation of Transcript Form with Enrollment Services on the Quad-Cities Campus or the Admissions Office on the East Campus or students may send a letter to either office requesting evaluation and include their name, curricula, and the names of institutions previously attended.

3. Transfer credit will be evaluated approximately four weeks after the student’s first semester of enrollment.  The transfer credit evaluation will appear on the student’s academic record and will be mailed to the student upon completion of the evaluation.
